Travel guidelines once you arrive in France 
 
Paris Arrival: Plane Arrivals and Train Connections to Lyon: 

 
• If you arrive at Roissy Charles de Gaulle Airport: You can take a train directly from the 

airport to Lyon. The connection will take approximately 2 hours and will cost between €69 and 
€112.  Make sure the train arrives either at Lyon Perrrache or at Lyon Part-Dieu and NOT St. 
Exupéry airport. Both railway stations are in the center of Lyon.  

• If you arrive at Orly Airport: Take the OrlyVal (automatic metro) to Antony and then the RER 
line B (direction “Aéroport Charles de Gaulle”). Get off at "Chatelet” and then take the RER line 
A (direction “Marne la Vallée”) and get off at “Gare de Lyon” in Paris. Then, follow the 
“Directions from Paris city center to Lyon” below. The trip from Orly to Paris will take about 40 
minutes, approx. cost €11.30. More information is available at www.ratp.fr and 
http://www.ratp.fr/fr/ratp/c_22228/orlyval/.  

• Directions from Paris city center to Lyon: All trains from Paris to Lyon leave from the Gare 
de Lyon in Paris. A train ticket from Paris to Lyon costs approximately €69 - €100, and you can 
receive a discount with advance reservation. To find routes, fares, and schedules, visit the 
website for France’s train system, www.voyages-sncf.com/. Buy a train ticket that will arrive 
either at Lyon Perrrache or at Lyon Part-Dieu and NOT St. Exupéry airport. 

From Lyon Train Stations to the Residence: 
 

 There are two main train stations in Lyon: Perrache and Part-Dieu, but not all trains stop at both 
stations (ask the controller).  

 
• If you arrive at PERRACHE 

o Take the foot passage and follow the sign for the tramway station. You also have the 
option of taking a taxi (approx. cost to residence: 15 euro).  

o Buying a bus/metro/tram ticket: the easiest way is to go into the TCL (Transport en 
Commun Lyonnais) office and ask for “un ticket.” It costs €1.60. You can also buy it 
from the machines or on the bus, but you will need to have some coins with you. If 
you buy your ticket on the bus, it will cost you €2.  

o Take the T2, Direction St Priest Bel Air, get off at “Jet d’eau Mendes France” then

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take the T4, Direction Hôpital Feyzin Vénissieux, and get off at “Professeur 
Beauvisage – C.I.S.L.” The tram stops outside the building. The ride takes about 25 
minutes. The information is available on the TCL website: www.tcl.fr. 

 
• If you arrive at PART-DIEU 

o Follow the sign “sortie Vivier Merle” to come out of the station. Buy a ticket from a 
machine near the tram station, or if you have some coins, buy your ticket on the 
bus. If you buy your ticket on the bus, it will cost you €2. 

o Take C25 (Direction St-Priest Plaine de Saythe. Ask the driver to let you off at 
“Professeur Beauvisage – C.I.S.L.” The bus stops outside the building. The ride 
lasts for about 15 minutes. The information is available on the TCL website:

Lyon Plane Arrivals: 

 
You can take a taxi from Lyon-Saint Exupéry airport: approx. time to get to C.I.S.L. is 40 minutes, and 
it costs about €60.   

 
You can also take the train-tram Rhöne-Express from the airport train station. You can buy a ticket 
(called “aller simple 12-25,” cost €11.50 bought online or €12.50 from the machine) from the machine, 
online, or from the conductor.  Get off at Part-Dieu and then get the bus C25 or take a taxi. The 
information is available on their website: www.rhonexpress.fr.  
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
